Year 4 – Curriculum Information – Terms 1 and 2
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In Term 1, we will also be finding out about ‘Crime and Punishment’ in the 20th Century and how things have changed!
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Term 2 sees Year 4 beginning our topic of ‘World Kitchen’.  We will be exploring recipes and dishes from different parts of the world. We will be looking at and comparing how food travels around the world and the food miles for different items. We will be voting for our favourite dishes from different countries and collecting and analysing data for this. This promises to be a really exciting topic for the children!  
In addition, our science in Terms 1 and 2 is all about ‘States of Matter’. The children are already looking forward to planning and investigating solids, liquids and gases both at home and at school. 
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Furthermore, in Term 1, we will be basing our Design and Technology on cooking and designing food packages which links perfectly with the overarching topic (World Kitchen).  The children will also go on a visit to a local restaurant to support their learning.

Your child will be working hard in PE, learning gymnastics and football in Terms 1 and 2.
Of course, embedded in all of the above will be key areas of English, Mathematics and ICT.  We are excited to be basing this exciting learning around key texts to engage the children and motivate their reading – Term 1 is ‘Georges Marvellous Medicine’ and Term 2 is ‘Blitz Cat’.
